2. Allintra group transactions are conducted in arm's length basis.
3. An agreement has been entered between the Bank and the Subsidiary Company to provide following facilities to Subsidiary Company by the Bank for a monthly fees of Rs. 600,000:
- The Bank shall depute its staff as Chief Executive Officer of The Subsidiary Company.
- The Bank shall provide technical assistance required for computer hardware, software and network maintenance, intemal audit services, legal consultancy and vehicle facility to the Subsidiary Company.
4. Similarly, a rental agreement has been entered between the Bank and the Subsidiary Company to provide office space to Subsidiary Company and to provide server and database facility by
the Bank for a monthly fees of Rs. 110,000 and Rs. 166,665 respectively.
5. All intra group transactions and outstanding balances among Group companies are excluded in Group Financial Statements.
6. The Bank has appointed Subsidiary Company as the share registrar of the Bank. Subsidiary Company is also the fund manager of mutual fund scheme sponsored by the Bank. The Bank
has committed to invest seed capital for issuance of mutual fund.
